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2. METHOD : THE LIFE CHANGE PROCESS IN 
CELLS (SMALL GROUPS)  

  A Cell provides the optimal environment for 
the life change Jesus Christ intends for every 
believer. From the cell community come’s the 
LIFE CHANGE PROCESS to:  

• WIN: To Share the Gospel with the goal of 
leading people into a saving knowledge of 
Jesus Christ. 

• CONSOLIDATE: To connect those with a 
new relationship with Christ to a mentor and 
open cell to begin the LIFE CHANGE 
PROCESS including the pre-encounter, 
encounter and post-encounter.  

• DISCIPLE: To equip, build up a person to 
maturity in Christ under a mentor in a 
leadership training cell.  

• SEND: To release disciples to multiply and 
make disciples.  

 
3. MOBILIZE, MODEL AND MENTOR 

LEADERS – PRINCIPLE OF 12  
  The most strategic person in the LIFE 
CHANGE PROCESS of the church is the cell 
leader. This person is mentored and discipled 
through an open cell, becomes someone’s disciple 
and then after training a part of his discipler’s 
leader’s cell of 12. He then takes others through the 
Life Change Process and becomes a discipler 
himself and a cell leader developing 12 disciples 
for his leader’s cell of 12. He is now both a Son and 
Father or Daughter and Mother.  
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            THE KEY TO THE PRINCIPLE OF 12 IS 
RELATIONSHIP:  
developing genuine one on one relationships at 
every level of The LIFE CHANGE PROCESS.  
 
4. MULTIPLY: SPAN OF CARE AND 

MENTORING 
  Disciples and cells are called to grow and 
multiply so that eventually every willing believer is 
a leader, a discipler and is connected to others both 
in and out of the church.  
 
5. MEANS: SEEK AND CELEBRATE  
  Effective ministry happens in an atmosphere 
of PRAYER- seeking His grace and power- and 
CELEBRATION – observing, sharing, valuing and 
celebrating God’s activity with fun and festivity. 
Prayer is the air we breathe and is to be both public 
and private, authentic and powerful, specific and 
continual. So our life in Christ is expressed in our 
cell communities as:

• CARING

III.      Discipleship Stage in Detail 
 

This brings us to the discipleship stage of our LIFE 
CHANGE PROCESS. A person progressing in the 
WIN/CONSOLIDATE stage can now move into 
leadership training. 
 
A Person will qualify for leadership training who among 
other things has completed an encounter, is committed to 
an open cell, is under the mentoring of a cell leader, and 
is processing through discovery classes. This person can 
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be invited by the cell leader with the agreement of the 
Pastoral Team into the cell leader’s leadership training 
cell. 
 
This leadership training will be supplemented by 
corporate training sessions but will primarily take place 
in a mentoring and small group setting which will 
provide greater impartation and accountability.  
 
Leader’s training will included among other things:  

• Principles of Excellence – Developing 
Christ-like Character 

• Leading Life Changing Small Group’s 

• Advanced Evangelism 

• The Vision and Principle of 12 

• Counseling and Biblical Study 
 

The Discipleship Stage will also include:  

• An Advanced Encounter  

• An Affirmation Interview with their 
Pastor’s before being released to open a 
cell.  

 
 Many of you will receive an invitation into leadership 
training over the next week. Corporate training will begin in two 
week’s along with placement into leadership training cells.

 Our Mission is going local and global – sending out 
disciples to reach un- reached people on Long Island, Queens 
and the Nations.
